This applies to everyone ... spectators, competitors, marshals and other officials.

A Critical Incident is ... asituation that has become life threatening. Typically where we have someone
unconscious, major bleeding, entrapment or where a vehicle may roll further causing further injury or even explode is a
Critical Incident. Examples of such causes are :

e Competitor collision where the occupants are seriously injured and or trapped.

e Spectator accident which has resulted in serious injury

o Personal life threatening incident such as a serious fall, stroke, heart attack, major burns, choking, etc.
Note that this is a dangerous high risk motorsport and that competing vehicles do often roll over. A Roll over or
collision is not a critical incident unless it has caused or can develop into a life threatening situation.

A Critical Incident may be Declared ... by any official event personnel. If it relates to a specific
competition stage then all competition in that stage ceases immediately and ultimate authority is passed from event
management to the St Johns Ambulance Service (NSW) attendees who are present throughout the event. They can co-
ordinate SES rescue, Fire Fighters and Police, all of whom are making a presence though out the event or may be
called upon. Everyone is to stay where they are until notified or instructed by a member of the emergency
team. Competition at other event stages may continue if deemed appropriate. The best communication is by Telstra
Next G mobile phone or satellite phone. Miscommunication is harmful so avoid needless interference and the wrong
people being involved by not using open channels on UHF radio unless it is all you have.

Let the emergency people explain situations and conditions to family members. It is not YOUR job and you can cause
more harm than good.

Do Not Disturb the Evidence ! In a worst case situation a formal police investigation may need to be
undertaken. In which case a “Crime Scene” requires that nothing is be touched unless under the instruction of the
emergency team. Please do not be there as a spectator. Assist by keeping the area clear. Official DVD

Cameramen — Record as much visual and audio footage as possible for the purpose of obtaining evidence for such
an investigation. While recording, please narrate such details as time updates or any activity that can not be captured by
the camera. Give all footage to emergency crew afterwards.

If the emergency crew erect a screen it is usually for privacy and protection. Do not assume the worst.

If additional emergency services are called upon from Cobar a nominated person must immediately proceed to the
intersection of The Barrier Hwy and Mt Gap Rd (UTM 337130/6508952) and escort them as instructed.

It should be strictly noted by ALL persons. That no one, and we mean no one, is to go to or near the
homestead throughout their stay at the property, unless by prior arrangement by the property owner.

UHF CHANNELS
e BASE CAMP Channel 30- everyone should remain on this channel when at camp
e Tambua Homestead Channel 14
e Do not use Channels 5, 21 and 40
e Stage Channels as per stated on your Stage Notes.

The camp AND property area can get very dusty and so a few measures have been taken to minimize dust.
e SLOW DOWN......... Driving speeds around camp are 20kph and driveway speeds are 40kph to
avoid track erosion and dust.
e No competition cars testing their vehicles inside the camp allocated area. You have your test
area...see Camp Map.
e No camping outside the allocated fenced area.

Meeting points — see map at end of booklet for Competitor and Spectator Meeting Points.

Headquarters and Check In — “the white site shed near the camp entrance gate”. That is where you will check
in, ask questions and where progressive scores will be on display, etc. It is also Spectator Central where the
spectator leaders are based.

We work on Melb/Syd/Bne times (+10hrs). Sun Rise is at 7.30am and Sun Set is at 5.40pm.

We need to get every car through given stages within a day. That means early starts and timely meeting at
meeting points. It also means that when it is your turn to begin a stage that no time is wasted and you are
ready before the car ahead of you is finished. 3 minutes of time wasted doesn’t sound like much until you go
through it 50 times and that is 2 and a half hours wasted. Early starts each day may end up meaning early
finishes and back at camp mid afternoon — and that can be a good thing too.

Briefing time is 7.30 am every day. We will be assembling at 8.00 am at the designated meeting points for
timely departures as well.

We are only competing on half of the nights — allows for socializing and running into town to re-fuel, etc on
the off nights. But on the nights we are racing we need to commence at 6pm so as to get through all vehicles
without being out too late. This will mean an early dinner and assembling at the meeting points at roughly
6.00-6.30pm.

You are permitted to work on cars at your camp site so long as all works are completed and noise ceases by
midnight. If you are embarking on a major repair then due regard to the peace and sleeping campers is
required and we therefore demand you work on your vehicle well away in a paddock far away. Generators
are to be turned off before midnight.

You are permitted to park your vehicle in your Marquee but you must not prolong
the running of your engine for warm up, cool down, tuning or repairs inside the
marquee due to the potential risk of carbon monoxide. If you need to leave the
engine running then it must be done outside of your marquee and done so in a
manner that does not present a ventilation issue. Penalty points apply if caught
being unreasonable.



The generator will be shut down most nights before midnight. There will be no lights on, so bring your torch.
Also when the generator gets turned off, so do the showers... as electricity powers the water pump. So most
nights the showers will also be turned off prior to midnight and re-started at 6am.....

The property owner has reminded us that there is stock throughout the property and that means
e Every gate must be left the way you find it. Don’t just assume the next person can close it as he will
assume it was already open and leave it open.
e Upon returning to camp (or general driving throughout the property) you should remain in convoy
and do not speed. Speeding creates track erosion, dust and risks safety of people and stock.

If you see any rubbish can you please make every effort to stop and pick it up and bring it back to camp.
There are no bins, so make sure you bag up your rubbish and TAKE IT AWAY.

When travelling in 4WD it is your responsibility to determine the capabilities of your vehicle and its
occupants and it is up to you to choose your own course of action with due regard to ability and safety.

It is a requirement that all spectators travelling in convoy have their tyres deflated to less than 30psi (ideally
25) so that you do not hold up convoys by getting bogged.

When travelling in convoy you need to make sure the person behind you knows where to go. At intersections
where you deviate from the main track you need to wait until the person behind you can see where to go.
They in turn will wait for the person behind them.

The opening event briefing will be at 10.00am Sunday morning. All must be present. At midday competitors
will line up in even number and odd number groups and spectators to form a third group. Please make sure
all your vehicles and occupants are ready to go.

Make sure you have read and understand the CCDA competition rules as well as the event supplementary
rules. This may be found further down in this newsletter.

There is no wire rope permitted at all. That means all cable dampeners must be attached to and draped over
the hook.

When winching don’t just call "clear winching" — Make sure the area is safe to proceed winching.

In a bid to make the event as fair and even as possible the starting sequences are based upon progressive
scores. If a course changes then vehicles with similar scores are competing on similar course conditions. To
this end, we can not change start sequences on site and if you have not started within 60 seconds of your start
time then you will receive a DNS = Nil points.

Window nets must be up at all times of competition unless the course notes have stated otherwise.
Harnesses must be worn at all times the vehicle is in motion per CCDA rules. No exceptions in water.

DNF times and conditions are stated in all course notes.

All navigation is in WGS84 Zone 55J. All Navrun events demand sharp navigation. You must ensure that
you have the correct point, not just assume it is correct because you can see it.

An incorrect answer on your notes will result in negative points.

There are a lot of hazards throughout the property. We have not marked driving hazards as there are too
many and you can not simply assume that it is safe to drive fast where there are no warning signs.



It is your responsibility to determine the capabilities of your vehicle, your navi and yourself and it is up to
you to choose your own course of action with due regard to ability and safety. We all compete knowing that
this form of motor sport is risky and dangerous. Please do not be reckless and keep safety as a high priority.

Start will be 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 Go. You will leave on go.

In an event of a roll over or accident - Scrutineering Marshal AND the Medical team need to clear car and
team before continuing other stages. If the St Johns medical representative believes that a competitor is not
fit to race then that competitor will have to rest until they are deemed fit enough or have sought an official
medical clearance from another doctor.

Scoring Amendment - We have ruled that teams that finish a stage with 0.50 seconds or less between them
will be deemed to have the same time. We don’t want scoring to be impacted by response times of fingers on
stop watches.

6.1 Unacceptable Practices:

Most of these points are in summary form and extracted from CCDA rule book. We have added to them
where we feel it is required. Make sure you have read and understand these and the CCDA rules.

e All winching shall cease until the following unacceptable practices are corrected:
e Failure to use a tree trunk protector of sufficient length to completely encircle a tree or stump being
used as an anchor point.
e Failure to maintain a cable dampener on a cable while winching:
e Secatbelt / Harness not adjusted correctly
e Helmet / Chin Strap not adjusted correctly

6.2 Course Penalties:

e Peg that is broken, knocked over more than 45° from vertical and/or lying on or pulled out of the ground.
e Breaking any bunting along the course or garage.

e Lost or unsecured equipment at the completion of the Stage.

6.3 Penalties WITH Warning:
e (Cable dampener not retained in the correct position during winching.

e Excessive wheelspin causing track damage or after being directed to cease.
e Incorrect use of a ground anchor.

6.4 Penalties WITHOUT Warning:

Failing to call clear before commencing to winch.

Handling cable under tension — even when not winching.

Failing to wear gloves when handling a cable.

Standing in front of vehicle being winched.

Crossing a live cable. A cable is live when attached to anything.
Causing risk to any person.

Handling a cable and/or dampener when the vehicle is being driven.

6.5 Misc:

e Marshals will repeatedly warn crews if they feel that their hands are not clear of the fairlead.
e Not wearing Seatbelt / Harness is a DNS.

e Not wearing Helmet or chin strap un done is a DNS

e All four wheels off the course is a DNF.



e OQutside assistance during SS is a DNF. Do not take advice from spectators or non competing
competitors.
e Failure to pass through gates in correct order or missing a gate is a DNF.
e Verbal or physical abuse of a marshal (refer to penalties below)
Marshals volunteer their time and without them we will not have an event. They are not there to accept
your abuse. The following examples are forms of abuse...
= Raised voice
= Obscene gestures or language
» Going beyond seeking an explanation and then arguing a point
= Debating a point or your case outside of arbitration time.
Minor infringement is a DNS — this means if you try to argue your way out of a DNF out of arbitration
then you will get a DNS = zero points.
Major infringement where a marshal feels threatened or harassed will result in a special arbitration
hearing where a major penalty of up to 500 points or event disqualification may be served.

Assault — Where an incident is reported that a competitor has assaulted another competitor, marshal or
spectator a special arbitration hearing will be held where a penalty of up to 500 points or event
disqualification may be served.

ARBITRATION —

In the event of a disputed penalty given by a Marshal or a disputed score that requires a formal review
written submission to the scoring panel must be made within 6 hours of YOUR completion of that stage. If
you wish to question a score sheet your submission must be made within 6 hours of that score sheet being
published. No further submissions will be taken after 2pm on Friday (prior to presentation).

In addition to experienced Marshals, we are also deploying video umpire footage at most starts and winching
stages for review by the panel. If you wish to protest a decision, that video evidence will be consulted where
available.

The arbitration panel will consist of...
Rudi Paoletti (Head Arbitrator) - Has right to vote
Steve Schafer CCDA Delegate - Has right to vote
The Stage Manager - Has right to vote
Others ...
o The marshal who called the penalty must be present to state their case but is not a decision
maker and not there to vote (unless he happens to be the stage manager).
o The Team making the claim must be present and they too are not decision makers and not
there to vote.

Teams attending the arbitration must not be affected by alcohol as this impairs their understanding and
reasonable attitudes and as such a hearing may be cancelled. The breathalyser may be used and the reading
must not exceed .00

Hearings will be held as soon as possible so that progressive scores and start sequences for the next day
reflect the outcome. However, hearings will not be held after midnight or before 6 am.

Your case will not be discussed or negotiated outside of arbitration — before or after. Persistent harassment
outside of arbitration may be constituted as verbal abuse (refer above) and major penalties apply and
arbitration cancelled and fees forfeited. .

If you are not sure of a rule or circumstance and are unsure of whether a case may be viable then please seek
advice from the CCDA delegate but he is not there to form an opinion or make a decision — just give advice.



A competitor may only protest a decision made against himself and not against another team. A spectator
may not lodge a protest or be involved in arbitration and if a spectator has video evidence it can not be used.
However official video footage such as start/winch camera, only that team’s in car footage or video crew
footage may be used.

The process of lodging a dispute requires you to fill out the Protest Application Form which can be found at
the rear of this booklet (Competitor Booklets Only). This must be submitted to either Rudi or the CCDA
delegate (no exception). A CASH only fee of $350 is to be paid with your submission. If you succeed in
presenting your case and you win your protest this fee will be refunded. However if you lose it is NON
REFUNDABLE.

History tells us that serial protesters loiter amongst us. There may only be a small number of protests but it is
usually the same people back in the arbitration each time. Are they being picked on or are they the
argumentative type...?? To avoid this, all further protests will require a $500 protest fee.

It is the responsibility of the Start Marshal to:
e (Co-ordinate the Start of the Stage.
o I[fthere is a Timing problem to take all reasonable steps to restart the competition vehicle.
e (Call Up teams in the correct order.

e Always have at least two teams ready to commence in correct order and one team in the garage ready
to start.

e Check harness/seatbelt for correct fitment by the Crewmembers and have situation rectified if
incorrect.

e Check helmet & chinstrap for correct fitment and have situation rectified if wrong
e (lear cars at start line to give recovery Crew access in event of incident.

e Check with the Crew that all gear is stowed as per rules ie; shackles, straps etc. and have situation
rectified if incorrect.

e Check track is visually clear and seek a radio check for “all clear” by Track Marshal/s.

e Once the start marshal has ascertained with the driver that he is ready to start the vehicle must not
move at all until the start. In the event the driver moves the vehicle forward or backwards prior to the
start penalties will apply for jumping the start. If available, the video umpire will be used in an event
of a dispute. A deliberate jump start is a DNS. An accidental jump start is a 10 second penalty.

e The Recorder is in charge of all paperwork.

e [t is the Recorder’s responsibility to record all relevant information as required and including:
o Vehicle ID;
o Time;
o Penalties recorded;
o DNF or DNS;

e It is the Recorder’s responsibility to ensure a Crewmember signs the Stage performance record.



e Once the Stage performance record is signed, no alterations are to be made at all. Changes may only
be made as a result of arbitration. If found that a competitor has influenced a change outside of
arbitration then a DNS will result for that stage.

e It is the Recorder’s responsibility to ensure that Stage performance record are distributed as required
ie.: The top original to the Crew, the second sheet to the Stage Manager for verification and passing
on to headquarters for recording of points and the third sheet to remain fast in the book with the
Recorder.

e The Recorder can not call a point penalty.

, P +% & 1 -

The Timing Marshal shall time each vehicle as it travels through the Stage including;
e Starting countdown and stopwatch activation when a vehicle is started.
e Stopping the stopwatch when a vehicle finishes the course.

e Be aware that there could be a “flying” or “finish garage” finish; Make sure vehicles DO NOT STOP
on or within 50m of a flying finish or a 50 point penalty will apply. Make sure no Marshalsor
spectators are within 50m of a flying finish.

The Timing Marshal shall:
e Know the DNF time but not stop the watch until advised by the Stage Manager.

Be ready for the Starter’s advice that the Crew is ready.

Be located at the finish point of the Stage.

Ensure the competing vehicle clears the Finish Garage area promptly.

The Stage Manager should have two people with a stopwatch each to time the stage. The time recorded on
the primary stopwatch is to be used in the first instance with the time recorded on the second stopwatch to be
used only in the event of a failure of the first stopwatch.

In the Event that both stopwatches fail the Crew may be restarted or may take another run on the Stage.

Timer can not call a point penalty other than time related such as DNF for over time or jump start.

Assuming no appeals or protests, we anticipate final scores will be ready for a 6pm dinner and an 8 pm
presentation at the Cobar Bowling and Golf Club.

After the last stage we invite all teams to present themselves one final time to event management if they have
any issues with scores or rulings such that all issues may be resolved before presentation.

This event is brought to you by Cliffhanger 4WD Events, owned
and managed by Steve Hobbs and Rudi Paoletti. We are a GST
registered, tax paying entity. Although Rudi now flies solo with
Navrun, Steve and Rudi have run Navrun together for over 10
years amassing over 100 4WD events — that’s got to be some
kind of national or even world record. At Tigerz11 Cliffhanger
2012 you are in the best possible hands.
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2012 is the 8" year of the event. Formerly sponsored by Australian 4WD Monthly on a 3 year deal it was
called the 4WD Monthly Clifthanger. Then a 3 year relationship with Ironaman 4x4 as main sponsor it was
called the Ironman 4x4 Cliffhanger from 2008 to 2010. 2011 and this year, 2012, we are flying again with
Paul from Tigerz11 and we are again calling the event the Tigerz11 Clifthanger.

The first 5 years of the event we were grateful to have the use of the magnificent Cootawundi Station owned
and operated by the Smith family in White Cliffs. This property was diverse in terrain and offered all the
goods to get the Cliffhanger event up and running and to the top of the ladder in the 4WD event scene in
Australia. Sadly Jeff Smith passed away due to illness in 2010. He was one of the most “Outback Tuff”
legends of the district and his support for the event and everyone who attended will be missed. In 2010 we
moved the event to Tambua Station west of Cobar where we enjoy the conveniences of a large regional
centre just 45minutes away, be some 3 hours closer to Sydney and yet still be outback. Tambua is owned and
operated by the Evans family and again we are very grateful for their support and generosity.

The Tigerzl1 Cliffhanger 2012 is again held on Tambua Station. In 2012 we are spreading out to
neighbouring properties to maintain variety and new stages.

Tambua Station is some 160,000 acres and situated 45 minutes west of Cobar, NSW on the Barrier Hwy.
Distance Calculator and Directions: From Cobar head west along the Barrier Hwy towards Broken Hill for
53km until you reach Mt. Gap Rd. Turn right then travel 6.5km (pretty much dead straight) and then turn right
at the left sweeping bend. After 500mtrs proceed through gate and shut it behind you ... you are now entering
Tambua Station. Observe the speed limits and signage. It is now 12km to base camp. You will be passing by 2
homesteads. We have signed the diversion tracks .... This is where you must slow down to 20km and keep all
noise levels and dust right down until you are well clear of the homesteads. You may now resume to current
speed limit which is 40km. GPS coordinate at the intersection of the Barrier Highway and Mt. Gap Road is
WGS84.....337130 / 6508952 551.

8™ — 13™ July, 2012. Most people will drive there on the Friday or Saturday. Competition starts on the
Sunday on the 8" July 2012 with a briefing at 10.30am. On Sunday we will have a stage that involves a
combo winching and a navigational exercise. It offers excellent viewing for spectators, just minutes from
base camp. We get a lot of locals coming out this day to see what all the fuss in town has been about as well
as the local media, the authorities and VIP guests. Monday through to Friday is action packed stages and
concludes with Presentation on the Friday night at the Cobar Bowling and Golf Club. Most people will drive
home on the Saturday 14™ July.

NOTE — In 2013 (the following year) the event will be held in May. For 8 years we have avoided May in
respect of other events being held. Now these events are less certain and so we give 2 years notice that the
Clifthanger will be held in May when the weather is nicer, the nights aren’t as cold and the days are longer.

15.1 Challenge

The majority of the vehicle line up is CCDA Open and Challenge Classes — typically road registered with
significant engine modifications or changes such as 6 litre V8, alternative suspension such as coil over,
hybrid winches and body chops, etc.
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15.3 Unregistered This loosely
provides for rigs that comply with CCDA regs but
are not registered. This is where we provide for
the emerging buggy classes and alike. The further
you investigate this new breed you realise there
are factions or classes within this category and
these too can be accommodated if numbers
permit. The Polaris SXS (Side by side) is one
such sub-class.

There are no Polaris SxS entries for 2012 at this
stage as these look like a bi-annual involvement
and their next year will be 2013. Provision has
been made for 2012 involvement to be
determined at a later stage if the interest is there.

15.4 Production Class

There is no production class. We have tried it for years and there just isn’t enough interest at this level of
event.

Polaris SXS aside, all entries for 2012 have been received. There is Rob’s buggy and the occasional vehicle
running larger tyres and all other vehicles are typical challenge class rigs. All vehicles will compete together
as a single class. All stage prizes and final event scores will assume you are all in one single class.

The 2012 event has 40 paid up entries and as such the event is now deemed “Sold Out”. All entries are either
fully paid or on a payment plan. We are now turning entries away or suggesting they go on a standby list.
Because we a knocking people back we can’t be refunding people who pull out and be left with fewer entries.
To this end we allow entries to be transferred to other new teams on the Reserve List Only. If you wish to
enter or know someone who does then they need to notify event management to go on the Reserve List.
Your entries are not allowed to be transferred, advertised, auctioned, etc without prior contact and approval
from event management.

The nights get very cold and the days are usually perfect, rarely going over 28 degrees. However if there is a
cold wind it can go right through you so take warm clothes and a jacket as well as shorts and T shirts.

It is bitumen road to within about 5klm of the front gate — the rest is well maintained gravel surface. We

Phone coverage near and at camp is quite poor. However, at
higher areas on the property, Next G coverage is reasonably
good. External antennas do make a difference. No other
network besides Next G work on this property at all.

We will also be using UHF radios for stage and convoy group
communications.




Base camp Channel is UHF 30. SO ONCE YOU PASS THROUGH CAMP GATES STAY ON 30 24/7

We have phones in the office available for use to all for a small donation.

Wireless internet will also be available at camp for a $5 donation. So bring your laptops and smart phones.
We have a stronger wireless range for 2012, and will have strong coverage all over camp and beyond. People
with Skype on phones and laptops can make calls upon having paid and been granted internet network
access.

We will endeavour to set up a Next G Repeater tower to get mobile service in camp... but this is not a 100%
certainty at this stage.

This is a desert location. There is dust, prickles and rocks. Make sure you have sturdy footwear and

protection from the sun. Base camp may be accessed by a high ground clearance 2wd vehicle, however to go
on competition location and see the action you will need 4wd to cross the terrain.

The property has plenty of steep hills, rock walls, heavily wooded areas and also open plains.

Spectators will travel to and from competition areas in convoy. There will be strict departure times and you
will be guided by experienced spectator leaders. Almost any 4WD will be suitable, but please have it well
maintained. We recommend lowered tyre pressures so that you don’t hold up a convoy when you get bogged

and you reduce the chances of tyre damage. A UHF radio is compulsory. Spectators will not be allowed to
drive around the property unless accompanied by convoy marshals. MUST STAY ON UHF 30 24/7

All competitors will have the opportunity to fuel up at town by having the Monday and Wednesday nights
off. There is a 24hr Caltex servo in town, selling all fuels inc. LPG. However, in previous years the Caltex
ran out of LPG and the Shell closes at night so Wayde Griffith spent the night in the car waiting for the Shell
to open in the morning. DOH!!

If you think you may need extra fuel before then, we suggest you bring your own and leave it at camp.
YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED ... The event won’t wait for you to get fuel

Competitors from previous years have used more than 200 litres — it all depends on their vehicles. We
suggest you contact someone who has competed before with a similar vehicle.

DO NOT refuel your vehicle with the engine running. If seen by an official (not a dob in) then that official
may impose a 100 point penalty.

THERE IS A NO GLASS RULE.
Every year we spend almost a full day raking glass and rubbish from out of your private camp
fires after you leave. We now require you to bring cans instead of stubbies.

We have official calibrated breathaliser units and will be using them to ensure that drivers, navigators and
officials do not compete or work with readings over .00. No Spectator may drive a vehicle if over .05 and
they too will be tested. Under age drinking is not permitted under any circumstances. The property owner
has zero tolerance for any disorderly conduct on the property, especially alcohol related. This may lead to
people being asked to leave.

Nobody is permitted to drive a vehicle on the property during the week of the event without a license. This
goes for officials, competitors and spectators. So when you duck out of camp on a firewood run — no kids
driving!

Further note that if you have made significant changes to your vehicle or have been involved
in an incident where damage was sustained then it is most likely you need your log book updated to reflect
this. You are required to bring your log book to the event and we will ask to sight it at event Registration.
You must then keep it with you and be able to present it to us if the need arises. If you do not have a log
book, need to locate it or have any issues with making sure you can attend the event with a current log book

This event will adopt all CCDA specs and rules with the exceptions outlined in our supplementary regs. This

is a Group C Event- Open and Challenge Class vehicles will compete as one class. (see 2.8 in the CCDA
manual). Special stages shall incorporate short courses, long courses and overland courses.

e Unregistered vehicles may compete.

e We will be using video umpires at most starts and winching stages. Where appropriate video evidence
will be used as tertiary evidence before a jump start is declared by a marshal or to support a Marshal’s
ruling.

e Permitted Servicing. Mobile support crews and service vehicles shall be permitted to accompany and
attend competitors. During a timed stage a competing vehicle may only be worked on by its crew or
other competing crews (excludes crews who are yet to race or who have finished racing that stage).
Outside assistance is permitted only when the car is not racing and the stage manager has agreed
having given due regard for safety and other teams racing.

e There are no tyre size limitations.

e No wire winch cables are permitted to be used. Only Synthetic winch ropes.

e Winch Blankets are not required on your rope or tree trunk protector.

e Winch Blankets are required to be secured to your hook. They may not be rolled up. They must drape
as if to catch wind and not themselves become a missile.

e Winch Blankets are required to be secured to any snatch block and shackle assembly, any shackles or
additional hooks that have been used to join 2 ropes, and in the middle of any additional straps used
for extensions.

e All straps must be rated for the application. If you use an extension strap as a tree trunk protector then
that strap must meet the rating requirements of a tree trunk protector per the CCDA regs.

e In addition to any fire extinguisher requirements, we stipulate that you must also have no less than a
1.5kg fire extinguisher mounted on the rear of a ute or on the outside or inside of the rear door of a
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wagon or SWB. The purpose of this rule is such that you or a marshal or another competitor have
ready access to a fire extinguisher. In some rollovers we cannot get access to internal fire
extinguishers and fires often start sometimes minutes after the incident.
If your car has a fire and you put that fire out yourself using your own extinguishers you are OK. In a
multi car stage another team who is racing in that stage at the same time may assist also. But if you
use an extinguisher from another team that is not competing at that time or any other extinguisher that
is not yours then that is deemed outside assistance. Further, if someone who is not competing at that
time extinguishes your fire even with your extinguisher then that is also outside assistance. Such
assistance will result in a DNF.
Fuel is governed by CCDA regs — No Nitrous allowed.
No fuel of any sort to be within cabin, eg. Includes fuel lines, solenoids, tanks, bottles, etc
No hot fluids within the cabin, this includes oil, water / coolant, hydraulic fluid, etc. You may run
lines through a sealed and secure tunnel and this must be passed by the event scrutineer before being
allowed.
Exhaust system needs to reach beyond the rear or side of the cabin floor and can not stop underneath
of a cabin or engine bay.
Ground anchors must be contained within the perimeter edge of the vehicle and can not over hang.
Water stages will be identified in stage notes. Such water Hazards will have witches hat markers
either side of a Hazard. Between these points

e all front windows must be fully down or open to permit ventilation.

e itis optional to have window nets removed for water. Failure to have window nets re-secured when

beyond the Hazard markers will result in a DNF.

If a vehicle damages a windscreen (this always occurs so take note). The CCDA scrutineering
delegate may deem a screen safe or unsafe. If safe or made safe to the satisfaction of the delegate then
that vehicle may continue to compete in further stages. If deemed unsafe then the screen must be
removed and after consultation and approval by the delegate that vehicle may or may not be permitted
to continue with further stages. Due regard for the nature of the stages and that reasonable
arrangements are in place for a new screen need to be considered by the delegate. If the vehicle is
permitted to race further stages while the new screen is ordered the occupants also must wear
approved racing goggles or full helmet visor, have full sleeve jackets and gloves.
Scoring Point System. We continue to adopt CCDA methodologies such as more navigational points
achieved scores better than faster times with lower achievements. However we are not following the
CCDA points allocation which have the top places split by 5 points then scaling down to 1 point.
Instead we have Two point separation across the entire field. The winner of a stage will earn 100
points. The person with the slowest time and no penalties will score approx 30 points assuming we
have all 35 entries start the event. So 1% place get 100 points, 2" = 98, 3 = 96 and progressively
down, 2 points separate each position. This prevents leading teams becoming untouchable.
During racing time you are not allowed to leave your group until that stage is closed.
If a situation arises where an incident occurs during a multi vehicle stage the stage manager may have
to close the stage early. If it was a purely time related stage then that stage may be re-ran for those
affected or cancelled all together. That decision will be made by the stage manager with due regard
for the situation. If it was an achievement stage like a navigational stage then scoring will be based
upon the achievements each team made. Report back to the stage manager in a quiet and orderly
fashion and submit your answers. The vehicle or vehicles involved in that stage stopping incident will
receive a DNF and their achievements will not be recorded.
If a situation arises where there is a multi vehicle stage and an incident occurs such that safety is
concerned compensation may be granted by the stage manager to those who stopped and rendered
assistance.
In the event a team member can not continue in the event a substitute driver or navigator can be
sourced provided the new fill in person is a CCDA member and that team accepts a 500 point penalty.
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This means they are no longer in the running for an overall event position but in the competitive
interest of the sport the remaining team member may continue to race.

¢ Engines may not be run inside marquees or in such a manner that fumes enter a marquee in view of
ventilation issues. Vehicles may be driven in and out but that is all. All warm up, cool down and
testing is to be done outside the marquee and in a safe well ventilated manner. No warnings will be
given — a 200 point penalty will apply if this is abused.

This will be checked in scrutineering and you will not pass without your numbers displayed correctly.

Event Sponsor Stickers....

Event sponsorship/advertising is critical for the event and although management appreciates and encourages
team sponsorships event sponsorship is of paramount importance to the survival of our event. For this reason
the following areas need to be reserved for event sponsor decals ..

. An area of 600x600mm of both front doors immediately below the window sill for the event
(Tigerz11) sticker.
. An area of 150mm height along the top of the windscreen or leading edge of the roof.

There will be several other sponsor stickers which must all be accommodated on side facing view on both
sides of the car.

A good suggestion is corflute panels profiled in the roll bar sections on the utes. Important reminder — do not
drill through your hoops and stays. Also the side of tool boxes is acceptable as well.

What is not acceptable is inside wheel arch areas where the first puddle will cover them, font or rear facing
panels or areas.

This issue is non negotiable and you enter the event knowing and understanding this. It is not open for
discussion or debate at the event and you will not pass scrutineering or be permitted to race if you don’t
comply.

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Although we are designing stages that should not alter through out the event, it is inevitable that some
conditions will change over the course of the event and that some stages may get easier while others may get
harder. To this end, it is therefore important that we announce progressive scores each night, re-group daily
and sequence vehicles in progressive score order. This way it’s fair that vehicles on similar scores are racing
in similar conditions.

In the case of mud/water stages we will go in reverse order as the first cars in may have a distinct advantage
or disadvantage and we don’t want this to impact on the top five places. The tip is if you want to be last
through the mud and water then make sure you are winning the event. It’s that easy.

Each stage will have a pre-set sequence of vehicle numbers and you will know that sequence well in advance.
If you miss your allotted start sequence through lack of preparation or vehicle repairs then you will have only
one remaining chance to race and that will be as the last car in your group and you will incur a 50 point
penalty for doing so. If you were already the last car then you have had ample time. Failure to start by the
given time at the end of your group will be a DNS.
